Primary dancers may also have an opportunity for a hard shoe piece. See_requirements here (unless in
Kll). If you do not have your full costume (dress & cape, no collar needed), please email
costumes@osheairishdance.com immediately.

Dancers will need to eat a good breakfast & then should have something to keep them going at the
Landmark Center between practice and performance. Please plan to power up on something between
the practice and the performance, though do note - food is NOT allowed in the Landmark’s historic
dressing rooms.

Wristbands will be given to dancers on the days they will be attending. If you lose it/them, it will be your
responsibility to obtain a new ones at your expense.

Please review these rules the IMDA would like us to follow regarding wristbands, dressing rooms, and
practicing. There is NO DANCING allowed at the Landmark except for ON STAGE.
